
confirmation for 
Catholics baptized 
as infants. The age 
of the typical candi-
date may range any-
where from seven to 
eighteen. Dioceses 
in the United States 
may set their age 
within that range.

in your diocese may 
be confirmed at one 
age and children in 
the next diocese are 
confirmed at an-
other. 3) Transfer-
ence. When bap-
tized candidates 
transfer from an-
other church into 
the Catholic church, 
we confirm them 
after they make 
their profession of 
faith. 
Although the mean-
ing of confirmation 
changes slightly 
within each family, 
its overall purpose 
celebrates the gift of 
the Holy Spirit in the 
baptized, which 
helps us to bear 
faithful witness to 
Christ.  

The ways of cele-
brating confirmation 
vary as much as the 
gifts of the Holy 
Spirit. Some people 
celebrate confirma-
tion in their adoles-
cence after many 
months of cateche-
sis and service. 
Some are confirmed 
when they are bap-
tized. Members of 
other churches may 
be confirmed when 
they come to com-
munion in the 
Catholic church. 
Confirmation seals a 
candidate with the 
gift of the Holy 
Spirit. In the early 
church, all the bap-
tisms happened at 
the cathedral on 
Easter. After bap-
tism, the bishop 
anointed with 
chrism, imposed his 
hands and prayed 
for the Holy Spirit. 
When Christianity 
spread to rural com-
munities, bishops 
could no longer 
gather all those to 
be baptized. Conse-
quently, by the fifth 

century, they per-
mitted the presby-
ters and deacons of 
the smaller commu-
nities to baptize. But 
t h e  b i s h o p s 
άŎƻƴŦƛǊƳŜŘέ ǘƘŜ 
baptisms in the 
community. 
At the same time, 
our church was wel-
coming back into 
the fold those who 
had strayed to here-
sies. To ritualize 
their return, we bor-
rowed two gestures 
from the baptismal 
rite: the imposition 
of hands and the 
anointing with 
chrism.  
From these begin-
nings, confirmation 
has come down to 
us as three families 
of rituals: 1) Initia-
tion. The Eastern 
rites confirm (or 
chrismate) everyone 
as soon as they are 
baptized - even in-
fants. In the West, 
we confirm at the 
baptism of adults 
and children of cate-
chetical age. 2) Ma-
turity . We delay
